Mac Maintenance: Installing Software

The best place to install new software is in the Application folder. The 
installer for software updates from manufactures may look for their software 
and the Applications folder is the most logical place, it the easiest place for 
you to look for any application and it makes life simple. Some will install 
utilities in the Utilities folder but it is not necessary.

A few installers will ask you where you would like to install the program, 
updaters may ask you to select the application to be updated if it does not 
�nd the application automatically. In this case use the navigation dialog 
box to navigate to the proper application and then select it to start the 
installation process. This is why it is best to install all applications in the 
Applications folder. In the past, Microsoft Of�ce would not install an update 
if the original software was not in the Applications folder.

If you are installing software from a disc (CD or DVD) the installer will usually 
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
