2,000 iMac buyers found that
29.4 percent were first-time
computer buyers and 12.5
percent were “converts” who
own Wintel computers.

COLLECT WEB LINKS
Here’s a handy way to collect links
you want to try later, but do not
want to bookmark. Go to <http://
www.panic.com> and download
LinkPad™, freeware.

It lets you drag and drop links
and URLs from Netscape, Emailer
or any drag-and-drop capable
application. You can also drag
and drop phone numbers,
addresses, or text snippets of any
kind. And it is being improved.
Use it as a minimized window and
drop URLs and other items into it.
The same programmer is preparing
Transit, which will be an elegant
commercial FTP application.

LinkPad is simplicity itself! It
costs nothing to try it.

CLARIS EM@ILER
Do you get mail you would like to
be filed in a special folder as it
arrives in Claris Em@iler? Use mail
actions to define the sender,
addressee, or other determinant to
use on incoming mail.

COMMANDS
Have you forgotten the keyboard
equivalents for your Claris
Em@iler commands? Don’t rush to
the manual to find them. Simply
press and hold the Mac’s Command
key from within the Claris Em@iler
application. Within a second, the
buttons will display their corre-
sponding key commands.

BASIC TRAINING

■ To cancel almost anything
happening on a Mac, hold down
the Command and Period keys.
This is the Mac’s universal
cancel command, and it works
with most programs.

■ To eject a floppy when first
starting your Mac, hold down
the mouse button.

■ To force a program that has
crashed or frozen your screen,
hold down the Command,
Option, and Escape keys.

■ Sometimes you can unfreeze
your Mac by holding down the
Command and S keys. Try this
before restarting. It may save
any unsaved data. This key
combination is usually used for
saving documents.

■ To restart your computer from
your keyboard (a warm boot),
hold down the Command,
Option, and Power keys. Try this
if the force quit key combina-
tion doesn’t work.

■ To make a picture of your screen
(known as a screen shot), hold
down the Command, Shift, and
Number 3 keys. This picture will
be put on the top level window
on your boot disk.

■ Open a window and automati-
cally close the previous window
in the Finder by holding down
the Option key when you
double-click the new window.

OS 8.5 EXPORT/IMPORT
You have OS 8.1 installed, and
you’re ready to install OS 8.5.
Before you do, consider this: Do
you really want to enter all your
Internet settings (TCP/IP, PPP,
Modem, and AppleTalk) by hand
via Apple’s Internet Setup
Assistant? No, of course you don’t.
To avoid doing so, try this before
installing OS 8.5:

Under OS 8.1, open the TCP/IP
control panel, press Command-K to
bring up the Configurations dialog
box. Click the Export button. Your
current configuration will be saved
to a TCP/IP document. Repeat this
procedure for each of your TCP/IP
configurations. Now repeat this
same procedure for the PPP,

Modem, and AppleTalk control
panels. Now proceed with the OS
8.5 installation but choose not to
install the Internet Setup
Assistant.

Once OS 8.5 is up and running,
again open the TCP/IP control
panel, press Command-K, and click
the Import button. Navigate to
your saved TCP/IP configuration,
and click Open. Repeat as
necessary for additional TCP/IP
settings as well as for those
configurations associated with the
Modem and AppleTalk control
panels. Note that the PPP control
panel has been replaced by the
Remote Access control panel in
OS 8.5. Therefore use the Remote
Access control panel to import
your former PPP configurations.

OS 8.5 CLIPPINGS
The ability to drag and drop text
clippings has been my favorite
addition to the OS in recent
times. But what often happens is
that you end up with a slew of
little clipping files scattered
around your hard drive, and
unless you specifically name them
otherwise, they are all named
“clipping…” Very confusing.

In OS 8.5, you will finally find
relief. When you select some text
from any drag-and-drop savvy
application, and drag it to the
desktop, you will find it uses the
first 18 characters in the selected
text as the name of the clipping,
followed by an ellipsis (…) and
the word “clipping.”

WHERE’S THE REMOTE?
If you owned one of the 5xxx or
6xxx series Macs, and you used an
infrared remote for the Apple TV/
Video system on that machine,
you won’t be able to use that
remote control on your iMac, even
though the infrared receiver looks
similar. The infrared receiver on
the iMac is designed for two-way
communications with printers and
other devices, and doesn’t
support TV-type remote controls.

G3 LOST ITS ZIP?
If your new G3 minitower won’t
boot from its internal Zip drive,
there is a solution. First, a quick
and superficial explanation —
the problem is that your G3 has
the Revision II logic board and
an ATAPI Zip drive, not a SCSI.
There’s nothing inherently wrong
with that. It’s just different.

The Zip and the CD-ROM drive
are both on the same IDE bus,
and the Zip is treated as a “slave”
device in this configuration. So
you need to have a different
driver on the Zip disk itself in
order for the G3 to boot from the
Zip. The correct version is 6.0 or
later. So you need to go to the
Iomega Web site, garish though
it is, and download the latest
version of Iomega Zip Tools. Run

Zip Tools and update the driver of
your Zip disk.

Then, and this is straight from
Apple, install a system folder on
the Zip disk by using the Revision
II Power Macintosh G3 restore CD-
ROM. The disk is blue, not white.
White is not right. White won’t do.
Blue is the clue. So, anyway, Apple
also suggests that you open the
Zip Drive Options control panel.
There, under Advanced Options
accessible through the Special
menu, select the “Always update
the driver on the disk” radio
button. This will automatically
update the drivers on all Zip disks
inserted in your machine to
versions that are appropriate for
use with both ATAPI- and SCSI-
based Zip drives.

My friend Lori’s new computer
came with an offer of 100 free
hours of America Online service.
Swell, thought Lori, and promptly
signed up. Less than 15 minutes
after she first logged on, she
received a fistful of junk email
(nicknamed “spam”), all promoting
pornography.

If Lori had been at dBUG’s
November main meeting, she
would know how to avoid being
“spammed” and to better guard
her online privacy. Speakers Brady
Johnson, a local attorney; Jarrod
Reimer, sysop of Oz.Net, a local
Internet service provider (ISP);
Adam Engst, author and editor of
TidBITS; dBUG President Jim
Seifert; and writer/producer Jon
Pfaff, discussed spam and other
Internet privacy issues. They also
recommended what we can do to
protect ourselves better online.

Legal
Protection
Currently, only Washington State
has a law with enough muscle to
knock out spam. It takes advan-
tage of some common spammers’
tricks: they conceal their email
addresses, and they title their
messages deceptively to get you
to read them. For example, a spam
message might be called “Did You
Get My Last Email?”  Washington
law makes illegal any commercial
email that is both unsolicited and
has a misleading subject line or
false route information.

The penalty is hefty: $500 for
each message sent. Moreover, the
courts have the power to triple
the fine. Washington’s Attorney
General has taken an aggressive
stance against spam.

Spamming is not the only
Internet behavior to be regulated.
Federal law also makes it illegal
for anyone to read or disclose the
contents of your email message
without your consent—most of
the time. However, an employer
who owns an email system can
read any mail generated on it
without employees’ consent.

Your ISP’s Role
Most Internet service providers
(ISPs) hate spam as much as users
do. Large volumes of spam can
clog mail servers to the point of
shutdown. Unfortunately, some
ISPs, especially those offering free
email and other services, are part
of the problem: They make their

between you and the Internet.
Proxy servers essentially hide your
identity. They also speed Web
browsing. One such proxy server is
WebDoubler, which allows schools
or other organizations to set their
own guidelines to filter out
inappropriate content. See
<http://www.maxum.com>
for details on WebDoubler.

Children’s
Issues
Parents may want to keep their
children away from Web sites
containing adult content,
violence, or other content they
deem inappropriate. Parental
control software can limit the
types of sites children can visit
and stop them from disclosing
private information. For a list of

Not Your
Grandma’s
Cookies
“Cookies” are pieces of informa-
tion deposited on your hard drive
for reference by Web servers. When
you connect to a Web site, your
cookies are automatically sent to
its server. Cookies cannot extract
information from your hard drive
or steal your email address. They
can store lists of Web sites you
visited, where you went in a Web

money by selling client informa-
tion.

Many ISPs publicly post
directories of users and Web pages,
which makes a spammer feel like a
kid in a candy store. If your ISP
does this, check to see if this
information is secured and what it
says about you.

Many ISPs offer their clients
help to avoid spam and protect
privacy. Some offer proxy servers,
which stand like bodyguards

Some ISPs also use dynamic IP
addressing. Instead of giving your
computer a fixed IP address, the
ISP assigns a different IP address
every time you log on. This makes
it harder for spammers to find you.
In addition, using a message’s
“received from” information, ISPs
can also look up and attach the IP
address and domain name of the
original mail server used in the
message, making it easier to track
the origins of spam.
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"Forget about buying that encryption program!  I downloaded one free from the Internet."

site, and which ads you clicked.
You can shut off cookies in your
browser’s settings file. However,
that will make some Web sites
inaccessible. To learn more about
cookies, see <http://
www.cookiecentral.com/
cm002.htm>.

Alphabet Soup
Encryption programs, such as
Pretty Good Privacy (PGP),
scramble email messages to keep
their contents private. PGP is a
“public key” encryption tool that is
free to noncommercial users. It has
also been added to Eudora Pro 4.0
email software.

Public keys use a different code
key to scramble a message than to
unscramble it. Moreover, the key
used to scramble the message can’t
be converted to unscrambling.
When you get a scrambled
message, you use a secret
decryption key (your “private key”)
to unscramble it. You’ll find details
about PGP and encryption at
<http://www.pgp.net/pgpnet/pgp-
faq> and <http://web.mit.edu/
network/pgp.html>.

Secure Web sites, designated by
“https” instead of “http,” encrypt
information you send to the site.
They do not, however, secure the
information if the Web business
needs to route it further.

Who Was That
Masked Man?
If you want to conceal only your
identity, you can use an anony-
mous remailer program. It will strip
the identifying information from
your email before sending it. For
more information, see <http://
www.well.com/user/abacard/
remail.html>. You can also surf the
Web anonymously with such
software as Anonymizer. See
<http://www.anonymizer.com/>.

Steps to Protect
Your Privacy
■ Never reply to spam. This simply

confirms your address. Spammers
may try to trick you into

replying by suggesting you
email to remove your name
from the mailing list. Don’t fall
for it.

■ Make your passwords obscure or
nonsensical and change them
often. Don’t give your password
to others.

■ Don’t use your real name as a
user name or create an online
biography. Women are especially
vulnerable to online harass-
ment. Remember that not
everyone who claims to be a
millionaire or a CEO really is
one.

■ Be discreet in chat rooms.
Chat messages can be saved by
anyone with access to the chat.

■ Report spam to Washington’s
Attorney General, as explained
in <http://www.wa.gov/ago/
junkemail/complaint.html>.
Also report it to the system
administrator of the domain
from which the spam came, as
explained in <http://
db.tidbits.com/
getbits.acgi?tbart=05032>.

■ Don’t put your email address on
your Web page, even as text. If
you need to include your
address, mask the link with
JavaScript. You can get sample
scripts at <http://
db.netbits.net/
getbits.acgi?nbart=04661>.

■ Ask your ISP to remove you
from its online
directory.

■ Don’t post email
to Usenet news.
If you must, make
your address a “no
spam” address by
adding characters.
It’s safer to give
your real address
in the body of
your message.

■ Give your email
address only on
secure Web sites.

If You Build It,
They Will Come
You can use your email filtering
function to help cull out spam.
The challenge, however, is not to
cull out desirable messages, too.
For this reason, don’t have your
filter route messages to the trash.
Instead, assign a colored label. You
can then have the filter route
messages to a separate mailbox
where you can check them. You can
also use the labels to move the
messages yourself.

The best filters to catch only
spam are:

■ If a message header contains -
0600 (EST). This is an invalid
time that only spammers use.

■ If the message comments
contain the words authenticated
sender is unless the X-mailer line
contains the word Pegasus.

■ If the recipient’s address
contains the words you@ or
friend@.

■ If X-pmflags appears in the
message header.

Filters that have a greater chance
of netting desirable email as well
as spam are:

■ If the message text includes the
characters <HTML><PRE>

■ If the message’s subject line
contains an !, $, or the word
free.

■ If the “from” line contains the
name of a large ISP but the
“received from” information
does not contain the same
name. Although spammers take
over accounts in large ISPs, they
don’t send their spam through
that ISP’s email program. This is
not a totally reliable filter. Some
ISP names to use in this filter
are:
aol.com
compuserve.com
hotmail.com
mailcity.com
msn.com
yahoo.com
juno.com

One last email filter is so good at
catching spam that it is worth
using even though it is guaranteed
to catch desirable email, too. Set
the filter to catch messages in
which the “to:” or “cc:” lines do
not contain your email address,
unless the message is from
someone on your list of acceptable
people. Some email programs can
check to see if the sender is in
your email address book. The
drawback of this filter, however, is
that it will catch desirable blind
carbon copies. Use it only as a
fallback.
